Site for temporary Church Blessed

28th J Site for the temporary Church was blessed by the Bishop
of Middleton (Dr. H. G. Parsons) and the first sod was cut
by Alderman J. H. Birley, a generous benefactor of the
parish. The first Rector, the Rev. H. A. Bamett, said of
that occasion “this was the first time that the people of the
district had their thoughts and imaginations definitely towards
the spot which was to become the spiritual and social centre
of their life”. He was later to call these people “the beloved
commemity of 8t, Nicholas™,

1st October Rev, H. A. and Mrs, Bamett moved into 137, Fog Lane,
Didsbury (Temporary Rectory).

8th November  Land given by Lord Egerton of Tatton.
Land given by Lord Egerton was sufficient for the temporary
and permanent Churches, Rectory and open space. The
Diocesan Registry file contains the following information -
“land conveyed, 2442 square yards situated off Kingsway,
Manchester. Deed of Conveyance 8th November, 1928
under the seal of Maurice, Baron Egerton of Tatton and
Rev. Herbert Edwin Henshaw Coombes of Emmanuel
Rectory, Didsbury made under the Church Building Acts.
Land conveyed unto the Ecclesiastical Commissioners for
England and their members as the site of the intended new
Church of St. Nicholas, Burnage with swrrounding land and
endowment thereto.”  (See following plan)
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8th December ~ Temporary Church Dedicated.
By the Bishop of Middleton in the absence of the Bishop of
Manchester, Dr. Temple, prevented by illness.
Partly furnished, i.e. Altar, Prayer Desk and chair from the
Church of St. John Deansgate (then closed and later
demolished) actually situated at Western end of St. John
Street, off Deansgate m the City of Manchester.

9th December First services held in the temporary Church,

At the 8ign of &1, Nioholas,

Reader! do you know the sign of Nicholas, or
Santa Claus az the children call him? No?
Oh, yes, you do, for it hangs outside every
pawnbroker’s shop in the land. It consists of
three golden balla, By a strange perversity of
fate the aymbol of one who was known for
generous giving in secrer, became the badge of a
trade which none of us willingly patronise. It
happened io this wise 1—

ong years ago, in the fourth centory of our
era, when Nicholas was Bishop of Myra in Asia
Minor, there chanced to be a grear famine.
Among those who found it difficult to live wasa
certain nobleman, whoe vesolved o sell his three
daughters as slaves in order to provide for him-
self. 'When the good bishop heard of this, he
went after dark to the nobleman's housze and by
means of an open window threw in a bag of
gold, This he repeated on other nights until he
bad thrown in three bags. The grateful noble-
mza used the money in providing dowries for
hiz davghters, 28 well as food for the family.
Thus tne bags, conventionalized az golden balls,
became the sign of Nicholas, whils his memory
i fmmortalised by the sceret aets of Father
Christmas,

When a church bore the name of Nickolas in
the middle ages, it had as its sign the three
golden balls, Perhaps some day soon you will -
see them over a church in Burnage. Now, when
the medieval moneylenders came Irom Europe to
England, they set up their stalls in the first
instance by the walls of Sr, Nicholas Church,
Lombard Street, in London, and so the symhol
on the church was taken over by them as the
badge of their tzade, and it still survives in the
pawabroker’s sign.

Our new Church of 5t. Nicholas, Burnage, is
to be dedicated un Saturday, December 8th, 1928,
at 3-30 p.m., by the Bishop of Manchester,
assisted by the Bishop of Middleton.

As accommodation is limited, admission must
be by tickets, which will be available shortly.
The Rev. I, A. Baroett i3 keeping a proportion
of the tickets available for Emmanuel people,
and he is poing to ask the Churchwardens to
istue them. Ir is only firting that subscribers
should bhave a first refusal of a ricket, but there

-ought to be enough for some others as well.

*“ Whereas we are satisfied that the said Parish of Fmianuel,
Barlow Moor, is a Parish wherein or in parts whereof the pro-
vision for public worship and for pastoral snperintendence is
insufficient for the spiritual wants of the inhabitants thereof and

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it has been made to appear to us that it would promote the in--
terests of religion that the particular portion of the said 1'arish
of Emmanuel, Barlow Moor, which is hereinafter mentioned
and described ghould be constituted a separate District in ila
manner which iz herelnafter set forth :

" And whereas there is mot at present within the limits of the
said proposed District any consecrated Church or Chapel in use
for the purposes of Divine Worship ; '

be secured as from the date of the licensing or appointment of
