NUGENT CACHEMAILLE - DAY
typed in Wells, Somerset by Prebendary Herbert A. Bamett
dated May 1978 and sent to the then Rector of St. Nicholas

{(Rev. Brian W. Barker) for the 50th Anniversary of the
Formation of the Parish 1928 - 1978,
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Nugent Ceghemaille-Dav

From the birth of the Parish of Saint Nicholas, Burnage,
in 1928 1 xept onm reminding the parishioners that we shoulad
ngt hastily build a material church of stone or brick, but
should first concenirate on mzking a "echurch" of people, that
is, a living Christian community. It soon became ¢clear, however
that the Church Hall was totally inadequate for the needs of
what 1 came to call "The Beloved CEmmuhity". Accordingly, early
in 1930, and with the‘support of the Parish, I began to lonuk
for an architect who might be will ng to design a church for us.

Hearing of my quest, the Dean of Manchester, (Dr; Hewlett
Johnson), told me that he knew of & voung London architect who
was longing to build a church, but who had never been commissioned
because he had not built one glready! His name was Nr; Wugent
Cachemaille-Day. I, therefore, invited him to come and see me,
which he 4id. I socon discovered that he was g men with vision
and ideas, and, moreover, a keen churchman. Physicallv he was a
large man with an infectious gaietlv, and (&s I Qiscovered in due
course ) a hard worker,

Before he woulg begin to design the new Church, he insisted
that he must spend some time living among us and worshipoing with
us in order to get the "feel" of the Parish, Sq Wres Barnett and I
invited him to $tay with us for a period, and thereafter he
returned for weekends, bringing with him various vlans for
discussion until one was finally approved and accepted bv the
varions authorities. Ae he looked back in 1949 he wrote:-—

"The Church of Saint Nicholas, Burnage, was desizned with the
definite intention of breaking awayvy from tradition to some
extent, while attempting to retain an atmosphere of Christian
Churchhuilding Zoing back to the enrliest davs; the idea
behindit being to express the Tact that the Church has its

historical Toundation from the days of the Apostles, but at



the same time lives together with the sacraments] life which
she dispenses today. Heré, I thought, is an opportunity for
the Church to show how modern architecture can still exXpress
the most ancient tradition."

 How far he succeeded in this aim is evident %o all of us
who have worshipped in the Church of Saint Wicholas. He had
many problems to solve, not the least of them being how to
design a Church facing Fast on to busy Kingsway vet still
having its main entrance on that‘%ame gide. He ﬂlﬂﬂ&ﬂlﬁ@ﬂj&bd%;
solved this problem. .

The Consecration of the new Church on September 24th
1932 was s notable event for his personal life, It not only
fulfilled his ambition to build a church. It also .led to his
being commissioned to build many other churches. One of these
is the Wythenshawe "Star" Church of Saint Michamel and All
Angels which must be familiar to some of you,

Whilst I kept up a regulat correspondence with him,
we only met once again at the dedication of the western
extension of "Saint “icholas".

He married end had a daughter. His last vears were spent
in Brighton, where he bg@icame mearly blind shorilv before his
death in 1976. I cherish his memory as a great Christian and
& loyal friend. The people of "Saint Nicholas" have reason +o be
grateful to him for giving them their beautiful Church.
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In the previous article reference is made to Nugent Cachemaille -
Day “looking back in 1949”. Here follows the article included

‘the Parish of St. Nicholas, Burnage, was constituted &
separate district for Ecclesiastical purposes by an Qrder in
Council of January 20th, 1929, published in the ** London
Gazette '’ of February 1st, 1929.

The Rev, H. A, Barnpett, B.D., was licensed as Incum-
bent on March zs5th, 1929, _

The First Annual Parochial Church Mecting was held
very soon after, namely, on April 3rd, 1929, at which the
Sidesmen, und Representatives on the Diocesan and Ruri-
Decanal Conferences were appointed, and 10 Church Coun-
cillors were elected, who with the 3 Ex-Officio Members
made vp rthe Council to the pumber of 15.  In accordance
with the resolution, passed at this Meeting, which limited
the total number of the Council to 18 persons, the following
3 persons have been co-opted during the period :— i

t.—Mr. Hooley, on April oth, as Secretary of the

Parochial Roll.
2.—Mrs. Glasgow, on July joth, as Representative of ‘
the Girls* Friendly Society; and
3.—Mr. 5. Mather, on December 16th, 1929, as Hon.
Treasurer of the recently arranged Free-Will
Offering Scheme, )

The Council agreed that the Standing Committes should
consist of the Rector and Wardens. This Committee is em-
powered to atiend to and carry out all matters of urgency .
i requiring attention in the interval between the Council F
: meetings. |
The Finance Committee, appointed by resolution, con-
sists of the Rector and Wardens and two gther members |
(Mrz. Wilcock and Mr, D. V, Grundy)..  This Committee ;
diseusses all matters requiring expenditure of Church Funds
and makes recommendations to the Counncil upon the same,
It is not authorised to spend without first obtaining the con-
sent of the Council. :
Mr. T. A. Tomlinson and Mr. L. Holmes were appointed .
TJoint Treasurers for the Church Funds.
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Eight meetings of the Council have been held during
the year, and the attendance of members has been most
satisflactory, averaging 14 persons (or over 85 per ¢cent. of
the possible), and a good amount of useful work has been
done putting this new Parish in good working order..

As regards the Church Services, those in the evening

. have for the most part been well attended, but at the morn-

ing Services there is room for much improvement.

For special occasions it was found that the supply of
chairs was insufficient for requirements, and the Council
has therefore purchased additional chairs and hassocks
{kneelers), as well as trestle-tables for use at social events.

Fire Extinguishers and a Safe have also been obtained
in accordance with requirements of the lnsurance Company
and the Fcclesiastical Commissioners,

Gifts of g new Altar Cross in metal and a Silver Chalice
have been kindly presented by friends, as well as a Picture
for the Children’s Corner, and material for Surplices.

. These gifts have been gratefully accepted by the Council

on your behalf,

The number of Communicants has increased, as will be

seen by the following :—Christmas Duy, 1928, 7z; Christ-
mas Day, 1929, 112 ; Easter Day, i7o0.

At the Confirmation Service held in 5t James’s Church,
Birch, on December gth, 1929, 25 candidates from this
Parish were presented.

The Sunday School began as a Children's Service held
in the afternoons, umtil increasing numbers of both scholars
and teachers made it possible to hold regular classes. By
July, 192q, the numbers attending had so increased that it
was necessary to divide the School and to hold the Senior
School at 10 wom, and the Jumior School at 3 pom. Tt was
impossible to hold both sections .in the afterncon owing to

the frequency with which the Church was required for.,

Baptisms. The present number on the books is about 130
i each school, with something over 20 teachers in all.

In September the Rector had the privilege of welcoming
Miss Evans, a Student from 5t, Hilda's House, Victoria
Park, and a Pansh-worker of some experience, as a part-
time unpaid helper.  She visited for three afternoons in the
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week, and acted as Superintendent of the Junior Sunday
Schoul. Owing to ill-health she has since been obliged to
Tesign. ‘

SOCIETIES,

The MOTHERS' UNION formed in the Parish held is
ficst meeting on April 26th, 1929, when a Committee and
Officers were elected for the cnsuing year, which j= to end on
June 3oth, rg3o. The Enrolling Member is Mrs. Barnett,

and the Hon. Sccretary, Mrs. Fletcher, 86, Parrs Wood

Road, Diisbury,

Meetings have been held once a month, when addresses
have been given hy Mrs, Edlin, Mrs. Samuels, Mrs. Hewlett
Johnson, and Mrs. Fletcher Shaw, and future speakers are
The Rector, Mrs. West and Mrs. Warman.,  The Whist
Dirive organised by the Union, held June 3th, was well
attended and was a greal success. The present number of
members enrolled is over 4o.

The MEN'S SOCIETY, formed in May, 1929, has talken
for its Motto, * Fellowship and Service,’’ and is to be known
as St. Nicholas’ Men's Society. Commencing with a
membership of 17, its pumbers had increased to 37 by the
end of the year. Its activities have been interesting both
socially and from an cducational point of view. Tennis and
Bowling Tournaments held during the summer and Whist
Drives have been successfully organised, and the Series of
Lectures during the Winter Months have been most instruc-
tive. Mr, Eichelles, 24, Elmsmere Road, is the Secretary.

A branch of the GIRLS' FRIENDLY SOCIETY has
been started with Mrs, Glasgow at its head, and we have 48
Candidates, 12 Members and 3 Assoclates, with an average
attendance of 45, t1 and 3.

The Enrolment Ceremony and Festival was held in
November, and two Socials have taken place since the
Branch was formed.

The &th DIDSBURY (S. Nicholas) GUIDES Company
was formed on September sth, 1929, and consists at present
of 32 Guides and 4 Guiders, with Miss Heath as Captain.

Attendances averaged 32
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The enrolment cercmony 1ok place on November 14th,
when a) Guides were enrolled, Miss Openshaw, Captain of
the rst Didshury Company, performming the ceremony,  An
open night and Potato Pie Supper on November 2131 was
well attended, and the Guides gave a display of sume of the
things taught. '

THE BOY SCOUTS ANDY CUBS commenced on Sep-
tember 17th and December 3rd respectively. ‘T'here are now
& Officers, 24 Scouts and 30 Cubs. The group has just sent
in its application for registration after three months’ proba-
tion.

BROWXNII PACK.---the 5. Nicholas Brownie Paclk
commenced ils meetings on September 5th, 1g2g, with 28
Recruits, and by the end of the year had itncreased its mem-
bership to 44, nearly all of whom have passed the recruit
stage.

Knrolnients were held on November arst and IDecember,
r2th. On the occasion of their Open Night on December
5th a collection in aid of the Bailding lund was taken.
The pack i in charge of Mrs, Holmes (Brown Owl).

An American Tea held to provide funds for the purchase
of a Piano was held on May rst, antd nearly £40 was
obtained, whilst the Sale of Work on November 24th in aid
of the Permanent Church Fund realised £150, both of which
results are considered very satisfactory,

Eftorts by the various Societies to raise funds for the
Fermanent Church resulted in a sum of £4g being presented
at the Anniversary Service on December Sth.

PERMANENT CHURCH,

The Funds in hand towards the Permanent Church at
the present fime amount to A3,110 9s. 1od., ay against
Az500 at the dale of the opening of the Temporary
Building., Some progress has therefore been made in this
direction, hat the Couneil, alter much consideration of the

el
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gencral guestion of a  Freewill Oftering Scheme  for all
Chureh purposes, “decided that some definite scheme should
hoe commenced with the object of more rapidly increasing the
Building 17und, as a result of which decision the recently-
launched Free-will Envelope Scheme came into bemg. 1L is
hoped that by 1his means all who are willlng may have an
upportunily of contributing regularly what they fueel they can
alford, however small, towards the preal work of founding
in this district a Church worthy of the name.

As the scheme has only jJust commenced, it is, perhaps,
teo early to form any epinion of the iikely resuits of the
effarl, bur it is the considered opinion of 1he Church Couneil
that regular giving is what is required if we are to attain
our object.

The maiter of Chorch Finance cannot be allowed 1o pass
without menton being made 1o the generosity of Alderman
Birley, o whom we are greatly indebted for his kindness in
paying off the outstanding debt of £600 on the temporary
brlding,

NEW AMAGAZINL,

The amount of space reguired for our arish Notiges,
cle., having heen found insufficient, it was decided to
termingie the arrangement made with Emmanue!l Church for
a jomid Magazine, amgl a new magazine of our own was
issued for the first time in Januwary, 1g3n. 1,000 Copies of
these are available for distribution within the Parish each
month, and by this means i iz possible to reach the homes
of many more {riends, who may perhaps eventually join us
in the work,

QUOTA.

The Parish not having been assessed for Diocesan and
Church  Assermbly  Joint Quota, the Church  Council
unanimously agreed thal the sum of £r1o {Ten Pounds} be
paid over to Emmanuel Church Ltowards mueeting  their
AssesaTNen.

At this time the Rector, the Rev, Herbert A. Bamett and
Mrs. Bamett resided at the above address.

3rd February Parochial Church Council (Minute)
Rectory: Rev. Bamett stated that he had seen the

Diocesan Building Committee and that plans for the
Rectory had been prepared and approved. A grant of
£100 had been promised by the Committee and this with
a sum of £1940 in the hands of the Ecclesiastical
Commissioners, plus a finther £100 they have for this
object, makes a total of £2,140 to go towards building
the Rectory. It should be noted that by proceeding
with the Rectory Scheme first an amount of £1,000 will
be released for the Permanent Church Fund.

21st April  Parochial Church Council (Minute)
Rectory: As regards the Rectory, the lowest estimate
of the cost including Fees is £3,000 as certain demands
of the Ecclesiastical Commissioners have to be complied
with, such as, the size of the house, the number of
bedrooms, class of material used. There is at present
a sum of £2,140 for this purpose and the Rector pointed
out that any donations received for a Rectory are doubled
by the Commissioners. The design is being prepared by
Mr. Martin.

14th July  Parochial Church Council (Minute)
Rectory: Rev. H. A, Bamett annountced that the site of
the new Rectory had been already pegged out preparatory
to Building Plans and estinate obtained showed that the
cost would be roughly, £2,767 and as the sum of £2,140
was held for the purpose by “the Ecclesiastical Commissioners’
a sum of £627 was still required. Actually, only half this
amount would complete, as the Commissioners double
whatever is handed over to them for the purpose. He
pointed out that the Parish had not been asked to raise any
of the money so far obtaimed, also that he had received
promises for a further £108.
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
