Owing
to various economies in the building it had been found
possible to include the Iron Grill in the General Contract
and the Building Committee had sanctioned the provision
of a Font Cover as it was found to be less expensive than
anticipated. It had been designed to have a brick Font,
stone-lined to be in accord with the requirements of the
Incorporated Church Building Society.

A detailed account of the Financial position had been received
from the Architect but the Rector did not propose 1o go o
the matter at the meeting. He stated, however, that it appeared
that if everything was done as intended the cost would be about
£600 less than expected.
A grant of £200 was promised by the Incorporated Church
Building Society, though the alterations made in order to comply
with their demands cost £219. We could, however, apply to
them for a further £100 later, Mr. Bamett intimateqd that we
should want about £3,000 altogether.
A promise of a Figure to be placed over the Porch to match the
one on the Font Cover had been received, as also the gift of a
picture which he thought might be suitable for the proposed
Scout and Guide comer.
Tt was reported that another Certificate for £1,000 had been
paid, also that the sum of £1,100 had been received from
the Bishops Fund from which there remains still £10 to come.

NOV. 25th 1930
VICTORIA. BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Mrs. Jefferson, before marriage, was Gertrude May
Fhamerfelt, the elder daugbter of Alfred and Ada
Flumerfelt, and who studied medicine in London and
Manchester.

Geoffrey Jefferson and Gertrude married in England
in 1914, after which they returned to practise medicine
in Victoria.

Following the outbreak of the First World War they
served together at a Red Cross Hospital in Russia.
After the First World War they both practised in
Manchester.

Geoffiey Jefferson had a very distinguished career

and was Emeritus Professor of Neuro-surgery at
Manchester University when he died in 1961. He
was made a C.B.E. in 1943 and was Knighted in 1950.

His wife, Lady Gertrude Jefferson, died also in 1961,

Sir Geoffrey Jefferson was at one time a Patron of

St. Nicholas and a Memorial Plate in memory of them
both is located in the North West corner of St. James
Church, Didsbury, Manchester.

Financial Position New Church: The Financial Position as
regards the Permanent Church was outlined by the Rector.

He stated that we could reckon, taking into account all
sources up to date, on £9,200 (including the present Rectory
£800 Estimated Sale Price), a loan of £1,000 repayable in

10 years, and other grants.

When the building is completed, he anticipated the cost of
£11,500, so that we require £2,300 and, therefore, provided
we raise £1,000 this coming year the deficit would be only
£1,300 (phus of course the loan which is repayable as above).
The final payment will be due to the Builders about February
1933.

Rev. Bamett said he was advised not to worry as # was
possible that the Diocesan Finance Board would guarantee

a further loan of £1,000 by the Bank if required.

He thanked the Council for their decision authorising the
Building Committee to sign the contracts for the whole of
the work and although only the one for the stracture had
actually been signed, we had since authorised further items
from time to time which would make it almost complete
and a Church worthy of the District.
