24th September.

The Bishop of Manchester conducted the service,
assisted by Arch-deacon Aspinall and the Rural Dean.

There were about thirty visiting clergy present.  The

New Church was crowded to over-flowing and several
loud-speakers were erected in order that the people
outside the church could hear the service. During the
followng week services were held by the Rector in the
New Church each eversing in order to give members of
the various Societies and their friends who could not
attend the Consecration service an opportunity of joining
in the Prayers and Thanksgiving for the completion of the
New Church. He arranged for different preachers to take
each service. These services, as also the early moming
ones, were well attended.  As a result of the collections
at all services during the day of Consecration and the week
following a total of £67.12.11 was paid into the Permanent
Church Fund. For many weeks after the Consecration of
the New Church larger numbers of people attended the
Sunday Evening services than the building could hold.
Many had to be turned away and it, therefore, became
necessary for the Rector to arrange for two services to take
place each Sunday evening, one at 6.30 and the other at

8 o’clock. The extra services were only discontimed just
before Christmas.

EDITORIAL.
KING GEORGE THE FIFTH.

As I prepare this issue for printing, the whole
British Commonwealth of Nations is stirred.‘to its
depths by the news that King George has passed away,
in the home he loved best of all the royal houses,
Sandringham.

Already testimonies to his great qualities both as
a king and as a man have been given by men of note
in varivus departments of our national life. We feel
that we knew him in a most intimate way ourselves,
for not only did the wireless bring his voice into our
homes, but {through the dignified and resirained handling
of that medium by the B.B.C. in the last week) we
have also heen admitted into the midst of his family
as they watched by him; a whole FEmpire had heen
in prayer by his bedside.

_ We shall long remeraber the inspired bulletin which

let us know that our King’s life was “drawing peace-

fully to its close,” as we shall also remember the
moving words with which notable men have told us
something of the late King's personal life and thoughts.
Some of us have a feehng that, though sometimes
un like occasions extravagant- praises are uttered, yet
in the case of King George we shall wish, on reflection,
te withdraw ne word of all those which have been -
voiced concerning his great qualities. He was a fine
king and a loyal servant of his people. 1 liked the
story which the King’s Librarian told us. He said that
in one of the moments of conscivusness on the last
Monday of his life, he said to his secretary who was
with him in the sick room, “Is all well with the
Empire? “All is well, sir, with the Empire,” was the
Teply.

P‘t\ll will be well with the Empire and with us, if
we and all its members realise that true greatness
consists in service and a strong devotion to duty, not
only in the more spectacular phases of life, but all day
and every day. _

We thank God for the life of King George the
Fifth; we pray that God ‘may give comfort to Queen
Mary, and all the Royal Family,

“Grant him eternal rest, O Lord. Let light
perpetual shine upon him™

1 quote tributes by two who knew him well

The Dean of Manchester (Dr. Garfield Williane) :

“Thus dies a great King, great in his simplicity,
great because he embodied in himself so much of what
15 best in the character of his people. Someone has
said that every social group invests its leader with its
own impulses, cravings, and emotions, but that only
the very greatest leaders of men have been able to
rise above this inevitableé force of popular fantasy-
making and use their leadership creatively.

“George V did use his leadership creatively. It
was nu mere fantasy of ours that made him the father
of this great nation and Empire. He himself has been
used, under God, to deepen the whole family life of
our nation and Empire. It has been a superb personal
achievement—the achievement of a simple, honest,
upright man. Placed in a position 'of unexampled
influence he used that influence with a simplicity,
honesty, and directness that instruetively led him to do
the right thing at the right time in the right way.
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“His inspiration had its source in a region decper
than human reason, where human reasoning 1s illumined
by divine inspiration, and where action becomes
unselfish, because life has ceased to be centred in seli
and has found a new centre in God. That was the
secret uf his greatness. Leaving such a legacy to his
people, he leaves the greatest legacy that can ever
come from a King. he nation’s realisation of the
great gift of his life to them must be a source of
infinite consolation to his dear family in their sorrow.”

Canon Peter Green, who served the King as one
of his chaplains:

“His life is the strongest argument for the fruit of
religion. A corrupt tree cannot bring forth ood fruit.
He was a man who did pot want to be Kmg. His
interests were with the navy. He would have made an
ideal squire. But he shouldered his burden. There
was something pathetic in a sentence from the King's
last Christmas broadcast—the man upon the throne—
God help him.' That has been his attitude to lie.
Because he made the one word ‘duty’ the watchword
of his life, he has won the love not only of his own
people but of the whole world.”

THE CHILDREN'S CORNER.

You are all thinking, as I am thinking, of what we
owe in thanks to God that he gave us so great and so
wise a leader as King George the Fifth, In some
ways, | believe that we shall be wrong if we grieve
too much that he has passed from us, for God took
him as he slept, and when he knew what his people
thonght of him. Had they not shown their love in the
Jubilee Year?

I want to tell vou of the last time that 1 saw
King George, because it shows by a fittie incident just
how great he was, not only in kingliness, but 1n
thoughtfulness.

At the end of the Great War in 1918 he came over
to France to see all the sokliers who had fought and
survived, on the battlefields themselves. ‘When the
turn came for him to see the Division of the Army in
which 1 was, it was a cold and frosty part of the year.
To tell the truth, we were nat lovking forward to this
inspection.  As a rule, visits by generals and others
meant such z lot of cleaning and polishing up of

equipment, followed by marching and stunding about
at attention for hours at a time, that we were never
very thrilled.

But what a welcome we gave the King! Shall I
tell you why? He remembered that we were tired
inen, so he gave the order that we were not o parade
formally to see him, nor were we to carry rifles and
packs, and, because of the cold, he huped we would
wear our greatcoats. Then he asked that we might line up
on the road he was to take, just as if we were an
ordinary crowd—no formal sa{uting nor standing to.
attention. No wonder we cheered him when he
passed by us.

He was great in his kindly thoughtfulness because:
he was a true follower of the Lord Jesus, who came
0 be the servant of all, though he is the King of kings.

The Rector announced that should the meeting favour the
acceptance of the latter course, he and Mrs. Barnett would
be prepared to do what they could to obtain the additional
cost (£27) from sources outside the parish.

Some discussion took place and the meeting agreed that it
would be prudent to have the boarding done rather than
have a recurrence of the trouble.

Mr. Nortis expressed the view that quotations might be asked
from other Contractors

Tt was considered that the expense to the Parish Hall be
announced in the parish magazine as soon as possible:

In conclusion the following motion was carried by the
meeting without dissent:-

“It was agreed that the Standing Committee be authorised
to act in this matter to obtain an estimate for the weather
boarding from Messrs. J. and J. Parrish for comparison with
McFarlane’s and to proceed with the work upon whichever
estimate they should deem favourable.”

Parish Hall: Estimates had been received from
