A LETTER FROM THE RECTOR.
Dear People of 5. Nicholas,

Our gloomiest forebodings have been re-
alised, and I write my first war-time Tetter to
you, sad at heart, as we all are, that humanity
should once again have proved iself so short-
sighted as to take part in this mass murder,
which must be our daily care for some time to
come. It is difficult to see what we could have
done in the immediate past, more than has
been donc to avert the disaster. But looking
further back in history we can see clearly that
we are reaping the harvest of the bitterness and
the injustices sown during and after the last
war. Those phrases upon which we fought
before, like ‘‘a war to end war,’’
in our ears.- Nevertheless, I think they were
sincerely meant. And we only failed because
men were not politically equal to their high
ideals.

You and I helong to an organization which
we believe 1s the only one capable of bridging
the gap hetween ideals and their attainment.

" One of our leading cleries is said to have asked

Mr. Lloyd George at the time when it was
becoming clear that peace was once again at
stake, **Why did you not give us = Christian
peace?’’ Mr. Lloyd George is said to have
answered, “Why did not you give us a
Christian eountry?”’

We shall fail again unless we can do just
that. Even if we win a mililtary victory we
shall have lost unless we can make & Christian
peace. Whatever may be the motives of others,
the mass of ordinary men and women are
fighting again “‘to end war,” and to bring
again justice and true peace into the world. But

ring hollow .

we shall not need a victory ¥ we allow our-
selves to become as bad as that which we are
fighting. And it is foolish to fight for hononr
and freedom and truth, if those things are not
in ns who fight. So, in a world which is a sad
paradex for Christian folk, we seem to have
aur unchangiog task, to sct forth the gospel of
love and brotherhood, and 10 win men to it,
that when we rebuild we may build op nobler
and truer lines “a kingdom which cannot be
shaken.

I believe that is a practical message for most
of us, and it may be translated “‘Stand to your
Faith and your Church.”” For in the weary
days which Be ahead, we shall need mors
strength than our own to keep our heads held
high and our faces turned to the light. No
shallow optimism will suffice, and no cheap
prophet and Sunday-paper soothsayer will con-
sole us in such suffering as seems inevitable.
Yet come what may, we musi, for our own
sake and for the world which can and shall be
born, keep free from all bitterness, and nar-
rowness and hopelessness and despair. Only
men who know that God is, and that He is the
Father of all, and that our hearts are empty
till they find their rest in Him, can hope to
come out of the fire whole and free. Tt must
grieve the Great Heart of the Universe that
so much anguish must-be born by the sons of
men. Your sorrow is His, But with His own
Sacrifice on Calvary he bought us, and so we
must offer ourselves, sufferings and all, to His
Cause and Service. If war can make our reli-
gion—yours and mine—deeper and more sin-
cere, freer of cant and humbug, if it can make
our faith in God and His purposes for us more
real and clear, if it can purge our characters
from selfishnesa and petty sin and set us on
the road of love, and purity and honesty, then
indeed shal] there be “*for evil so much good
more."’ ‘

**No chastening for the present seemeth to
be joyous, but grievous ; nevertheless afterward
it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness
to them that are exercised thereby.”’

Can we face it together in the fellowship of
Christ, and grow better for our experience? I
hope we can.

A LETTER -FROM THE RECTOR.
My dear Friends,

Ir was with great pleasure that T went across
my path to Charch last Sunday evening to
Evensong. I, like most of you, have ncver felt
really happy in the afternoon. It was delight-
ful to see the Church full again, and to feel
that we were carrying on our Christian duties
in spite of the war. In retrospeet, I feel that
we did the right thing in keeping to the after-
noon, in spite of the temptafion to hlack-out
the Chureh and return to evening  services
again. When I see how well we have fared i

rclation to most places {cinemas as well as.

Churches I}y T feel that a special word of com-
mendation is due to you all for the steadfast
way in which vou have kept to your religious
duties, in a time of very considerable strain.
Now we hope.we can praceed more normally
for six or seven months. 1 am very sorry for
those few of you who have found it impossible
Lo get to a =ervice at three o'clack, for one
reason or another.  Let us hope that this mis-
erable war will be at an end before next winter.
At the moment of wriling it seems about to
begin in earnest, judging by the reports of a
colossal air-raid which our forces have carried
out over Germany. We yield to nobody in our
admiration for their aplendid skill and bravery,
but at the same time we bewail the necessity
for it. Surely we Christians can never be con-

tent with a world which uzee these wonderful

gifts of her bravest and bést sons to such a
bootless. errand. When T think of the lovely
qualities of our own lads who have gone out
from this place to take part inthisdreadful busi-
ness, 1 could weep for the futility of a world
which has so muchwickedness that these delight-
ful Iads should find as their duty the slaughter
of their fellows, doubtless as pleasant as them-
sclves, Well, we can only work and pray for
g more Christian world, in which better things
will be asked of youth and age. That has been
the age-old task of the Church, and merely
because it has not been completed that is no
reason why it should be abandoned unfinished.
There are those defeatists who, overcome by
the horror of faillure or partial success, are
disposed to give up the task as impossible, but
we must realise that the redemption of man-
kind is a longer task than can be accomplished
by any one generation. Even God Himself had
to die to win the souls of sinful man. The
Church has not failed, and I do not think my-

¢
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seff that it is true to say that Christianity has
uever been tried. It has ot yet been tried long
enough or well enough, for we know from qur
own natures how tough a fibre is the sin which
in the aggregate is the sole cause of the world’s
ills. I do not know whether such notions of
our task as a Church encourages yvou. But to
me it seems worth while to make any effort to
create a worth-while world, and, after all, it is
surely the Charter of the Church to trv to com-
plete the work which Her Lord and Master
began, the establishment of a Kingdom in
which the best in every man would he encour-
aged and brought out by the very atmosphere
of its structure. 1f your contributicn and mine
is that of prayer and study and careful thought,

.issuing perhaps very much later in action, we

mbst pursue that course with palience and
devotion. No one who is anything of a student
of affairs can have failed to be struck by the
number and diversity of interests of those
people who call for ““moral rearmament’’ ax the
solution to the world’s problems. They are
quite right. Swvrely it is only by the re-estab-
lishment of God's values in man’s affairs that
the future can be worth while. Your Faith,
vour Prayer, your Righteousness will bring us
real Vietory., Let us therefore seek after those
things as men who would make the greates:
contribution of which men are capable in this
world,

My dear Friends,

1 suppose we could hardl) be i a more
difficult situation than that which confronts us
to-ttay. It has come as a great shock o us
that our IFrench Allies were in such a bad
plight.  For ““the fincst army in the world”
to be so hopelessly defeated in such a short
time seems a very remarkable thing. We
cannot and must not judge the French, be-
cause they have had @ ygreat deal more than
we have to put up with, but we cannot fail to
be warned of the great dangers of internal
disunion. It is not the first time thut we have
stood alone against Burope and conguered,
#nd there is no reason why we should not do
it again. One thing is clear, and that is that
most of ng, including many of our leaders,
had not realised the magnitude of our task.
That is a comimem mistake in our ceaseless com-
bat with Evil in all ils forms. I Naxiasm is

r

the BPevil’s work, as most of us fecl thal it is,
then it is not a bit surprising that the Devil
should use his oldest trick and persuade his
adversarics that they bhave nothing to beat.

But (here are abundant signs that more
people are realising that we most go forth in
the strength of God. There are always a cer-
lain number of people who, when the worst
comes, turn to God to extricate them from the
results of thewr folly; but discounting that
tendency and the proportion of people who
represent it, there docs scem to be a growing
tendency to look to the things of God to
strengthen and uwphold the Nation in its hour
ol trial. One thing happened this week which
encouraged me a lot. 1 veceived a poster from
a Government department which reads: *It
#ll depends on me and I depend on God.”" 1
would nol have belicved a year ago that that
coutd over happen. T can only hope that i
will conlinue to happen after the war is over.
That depends on me, wo, and on all other
Christans.  We have to show the world that
the Faith to which they are driven in the
dangerons days is the load star for all Life in
peace as well as war. God will save us if we
are worth saving.

It is with great regret thal we have {o record
our first casaaly from 5. Nicholas. Thomas
B. Turner was killed in action on June 1st.
Mr. Turner was an officer who was eéngaged in
the fighting in Belgium, and it is learned {from
those who were with him that his Lfe was
given to help some of his men to escape. That
ts the death of a gallant gentleman of whom
we can be prond that he was our feiend. Qur
deepest sympathy goes out to his family and
his young wife. May his sacrifice be not in
vain.

S0 fur as I know at the moment of writing,,
all the other men from 5. Nicholas are well,
though in the present confusion of movement
I have not heard from some for a week or
twa.

I am truly sorry that many of vou have had
your holidays stopped, because after a winter
such as we have faced, a few days in the
country or at the seaside would have been
very welcome and very useful. 1t is a small
thing compared with the sacrifices of many,
but it is often the small things that are most
difficelt to bear. We shall have to rely more
and mure on our spivitual reserves to keep

us up to our tasks. It will be an obvious wit-
ness to the value of our Faith if it is the
Christians whe stand up best to the strain of
war.

THOUGHTS IN AIR RAIDS.

None of us knows what an air raid siren
purtends.  But being Christians we can face
the worst with fortitude and hope. But even
Christians are fortonate if thewr lives are such
that they can contemplate the end of those lives
with equanimitv. At all times we should try
1o be moa “stale of Grace,”” so that if it
should please God (o coll us hence, we could
depart with the leust possible burden on our
souls,  In such times as these, we must be
like soldiers in the front line—ready {or any-
thing that may befall. The following is there-
fure otfered to help any who may feel fhar they
need it, in the beliel that there s no  better
way af keepimgr calm than 1o be at peace with
God.

1. Each night always we ought e think
over the past {not only of the day but of our
past life}, what might have been and what has
been, and ask God's pardon,

"*1 confess to God the Father, God the Son,
and God the Holy Ghost, that 1 have sinned
in thought, word and deed (here mention the
things which are particularly on  your con-
science), And Y pray God to have mcrcy upon
me and forgive me my sins, and to bring me
to everlasting life, through Jesus Christ our
Lord. Amen.” )

Think upon God's assurances of forgiveness
to those who are truly sorry.  ““IF we ¢on-
fess our sing He 1s faithful and jost to forgive
us pur sins and to cleanse us from all unright-
cousness.”’

Before we go to sleep, we ought to meditate

on God's assurances of His Love and Care,
Romans 8, verzes 38 and 39: Romans 14,
verses 8 and §; Mauthew 6, verses 25 to 34
Matthew 10, verses 28 to 31; John 14, verses
1 to 6. ‘

Here are Lwo simple little prayers to say:

“Save us, O Lord, waking, and guard us
sleeping, that awake we may watch with
Christ, and asleep may rest in peace.”

“{ Gud, may Thy Holy Angels keep watch
around vs, and all whom we love, this night,
and defend us from all evil, for the sake of
Jesus Christ our Lord.”

Then._thank God for all His Biessings, for
those who love you and those whom you love,
and for any special blessings of the day.

As yvou lie down you could say: "I will fay
me down in peace and take my rest, for it 1s
Thou Lord only, that makest me dwell in
safety.”’

A suitable meditation is provided by many
Hymns, e.g. Glory to Thee, my God this night
(4. & M. 28).

underneath are the everlasting arms.”

Ask God's help.  “O Saviour of the world,
Whe by Thy Cross and Precious Bleod hast
redeemed us, save us and help us, we humbly
beseech Thee, O Lord."”

It you feel youwrself losing consciousness
say, “Inio Thy hands I commend my spirit;
for Thou hast redeemed. me, O Lord, Thou
God of Truth,''

thank God for your preservation.

It is a picce of practical help that T want to suggest for all the
anyious, namely, that we should make ourselves responsible for
praying for our fricrds in trouble, and put up a barrage of
spiritual protection for them.

We can also remind them thst the boys themselves would
only have trouble added to them if they knew of any excessive
anxicty on their behalf, Most of them must have said as they
went away, “ Don’t worry ; T shall be all right!”  And they
will be all right, for neither life nor death can separate us from
the love of Christ which passeth knowledge. It is for us to
keep that love glight in everyone's heart.

Some of this real sorrow has visited us closely again this
month. William Gorton, who was reported missing, is now
believed to have been killed in action, and Bert Warburton, who
has been in this Church since both its life gnd his life began
almost, has been uccidentally killed on active service. These
things would be sheer horror if we did not bhelieve that they
were in God’s hands, now as ever. But our sympathies and
prayers must be always extended to those who love them.

Another death has been that of My, Albert Davies of Kings-
way, who has recently been our benefactor to the extent of
practically £200 for the Church and Organ Funds. Mr. Davies
was 2z kindly scul, to whom the Clergy had become much
attached by his patience in a heavy adversity, from which he is
now relieved.

I am not sure that [ have not heen more worried about another
mattey than I have about these sad things. There has been a
mild outbresk of destructivencss and petty theft about the
premises, which seerns to be 2 part of a huge problem of juvenile
delinquency at the present time. Almost every organisation
from factories, offices, and works down to schools and (%'hun:hes,
seems to have been afflicted. It is no doubt a problem of war-
titoe, when parents are away, and children left to their own

~devices just when they arc of an unsettled state of mind. 1 know
the problem iz egercising the best brains of the éducational md
magistrate worlds at the moment. Tt i3 quite certain that it
needs the strongest co-operation berween parents, teachers, and
youth laaders to stamp it out. 1 have begun to think that perhaps
we are too vague in our teaching about such things as property
and its rights, and very many of us have fallen vietims to the
sncient herezy that human nature if ieft to itself will somehow
be all vight. Facts deny that simple-minded notion, and if we

continue 1o allow it to govern us we are in some danger of pro-
ducing a peneration of immoral hooligans whe will rightly
reproach us for having taught them no ietten We are deter-
mined that a better example than that shall be grown here at
5. Nicholas, and T want to ask parents to back me up, as well as
others in local day schools, ete., who are attempting to cope
with such thinps.

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A LETTER FROM THE RECTOR
My Desar Friends,

I think I had better tcll you the story of the Organ first, this
month. Last month, I wrote that the present abomination had
broken down, and that it secmed unlikely that it could be re.
paired. In that matter I had counted without the ingenuity of
our friends and Mr. Rylatt and Mr. Kenneth Rylatt were sble
to set it going again. But its days are numbered even so. In any
case it braught up the Organ problem in a new light, namely that
whilst it was almost certain that we should not %)e able to get a
permanent installation for some considerable time after the war,
at least at a rcasonable price, it was equally certain that the
present * organ * would not Yast out the time.  This transformed
the organ question into the organ problem, and we began to cast
zbout for a solution. We wrote to four leading firms of Organ
Builders to ask if they had anything to sugpest as a solution of
the problem, such as for instance the provision of a small second-
hand instrument on a re-purchase basis in part exchange for a
permancat job. We had some intcresting snswers, but by far
the most interesting wag from the femous Erm of John Compton
Lid, {who built the B.B.C. organ) offering to lend us an electronic
instrument free of charge, if we were willing to bear the cost of
bringing it here and installing it, which cost they estimated at
about (15, All they asked in return was that they should have
the opportunity of quoting us * in free competition ™ for a new
instrument when we are ready 1o proceed in the matter, which is
not really a condition at all since ne onc would dream of in-
stalling an organ in Britain without getting z quotation from
Compton's.

When we received this very ragnanimous offer, T went inn-
mediately to London to see the Directors of Messrs. Compton’s,
and subject to the approval of the Parochial Church Couneil,
which of course was readily given at its next meeting, accepted
the offer. So we are looking forward to the instalation of the
organ in the course of the next week or two, as soon as Mesars.
Compton’s ¢an spare a craftsman to do the job,

But I want to make it quite clear that this is not ** The Organ,”
in the sense that it is only a temporary loan, though of course it
is a slep immcasurably ahead of our present posscssion. And
we shall still need to work for the Organ Fund (it stands ar a
figure of nicely over seven hundred pounds at the moment) o
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that we can get a permanent instrument installed as soon after
the war as is reasonably possible. Bui we are relieved of the
pressing problem of getting on with the job immediately, and
we can now afford to wait until materials, izbour and purchasing
power ar¢ more nearly normal, thanks to the generosity of Mr.
John Compton—from whose own home the instroment is being
loaned to us.  Natrally Compton’s hope to have the job of
building our permanent Organ, but they have laid no binding
conditions upon us, and indeed the whole transaction has been
illuminated with the kindliest feeling throughout. ¥ am not a
business man, and I think I should make 2 VELy poet one in
present conditions, but if all business were carricd out in this
kindly way, even I might manuge to make a living I 1 am sure
the goodwill of Messrs. Compton’s will not be forgutten when
we come 1o spend our money on the big job.

There is very little more I want to say this month, except to
draw your attention to the fact that a distinguished member of
our congregation has been honoured by the King., Professor
Jefferson was awarded the C.B.E, in the recent Honours Vist, and
we are mast happy to congratulate him on this acknowledgment
of his scrvices o humanity in its suffering. The University has
also recently awarded him the degree of Master of Science,

s causd, upon which we may also offer our congratulations.
No one more deserves public recopnition, if only for the fan-
tastically hard work of which his life consists. But we may be
sure he is happier still in the fact that he is able by his skill,
to help those who need help. '

One other distinction has come the way of an ex-member of
this congregation. Lt. Michael Burton, whom many will re-
member as a member of this Church before he left for work in
3. Africa, has been awarded the Miiitary Cross for valour in the
battle of Alamein. Iam sure this will give the Kvcliest satisfaction
to all his friends, and to his mother, o whom we offer our
heartiest congratulations on her son's distinction. Mrs. Burton
has been maintzining her conncctions with 3. Nicholas at the
cost of tremendous personal effort, since she is engaged in full-
tirae A.R.P. We feel that she, and many like her, deserve some
recognition for doing that. It is not easy to persevere in Church
going when you have so many difficyities to overcome. But,
thank God, many have done 8o in this parish and have kept the
colours flying, and flying triumphantly through it all. PBut, of
course, nobody can take your place. If you are not there, then
there is an empty space cven if the Church is packed,
