WAR MEMORIAL

. The Memorial Tablet was unveiled and dedicated by the
Rev, W, Garlick in the presence of a large congregation, at
Evensong, on. Sundsy, March 5, Seventy seats in front of the
Church were reserved for the families of those commemorated.
Mr. Garlick, who knew those whose names appear on the
Tablet well, preached a moving and heartfelt sermon, which
must have been profoundiy helpful to their relations and friends.
Thost names, inzcribed new in bronge in oor Chareh, should
inepire us all to work more wholcheartedly for the sstablishment
of God’s Kingdom of peace and rightecusness and love in the
hearts of men.

The balance of the wmoney subseribed for the War Memorial
will ba spent on chairs for Lhe Lady Chapal. At present we have
ahout 200 chairs, half of whiek are kept in Church and half in
the Hzll. The chairs in the Hall have to be moved to the
f.horeh for big services, and those in Chuorch have to be moved
to the Hall for plays and other large fimctions.  Jt is felt that
we need some chairs whish will he dedicaied to the worship of
God and never moved frou Chareh,  Some inquiries were made
on March 5 whether the War Memozial Fund was still open ;
ter which answer was given that donations to it may he handed
to the Chorchwardens, and will be wsed for the purpose outlined
aboave.

- THE NEW ORGAN

By the time this magazine is published the new orgun will
probably have been installed. It is an eleetronie instrument of
the latest type and is sapplied Ly the Joha Compton Organ
Company. Mr. Taylor, the Chairman of the Company wrote to
me while it was on tes: that it was showing extraordinary
promise. I have just received anothor letter from bim 1o say
that he is delighted with it and that a party of 60 organists who
visited the works reeently were charmed by its musiocat effect.
We shall start using the organ a5 soon as it is installed, but it
will formally be dedicated to God’s serviee on Sunday, May 7,
at Evensong. The preacher at that service will be the Hev. J. C.
MeCormick, Rector and Hural Dean of Stretford. He is the son
of 2 well-loved Dean of Manchester, and himself has considerable
musical gifts.

You will probably have heard that [ have heeon appointed to
the parish of 5t. Luke, Heywood, and will be leaving here early
pext year. My last Sunday will be Janusry 7, which is almost
exnctly six years after my arrival. My wiz and I will be very
sorry to leave St. Nicholas Church, where we have made many
friends and found such a comgenmial and encouwraging sphere of
work., St. Luke’s is a large Victorian Gothic Charch, standing
in the centre of Heyweod, a town with about 25,000 inhahitants
with a strong community spirit, between Bury and Rochdale,
The previous Rector, Canon Sargeant, was Rural Dean of Bury
and has now, after 17 years at St. Lnke’s, retired to be Vicar of
Bosley, 2 small village in Cheshire. He was greatly respected in

and has done everything to make the patk of his
successor smaoth. I sliall have the help of a colleagne whoe was
ordained last year and is, I think, already deing excellent work,
The Rectory iz a house of character and tomsiderable size, in a
fe position overlooking fields, seven minutes away from the
Church. Half-way between the Rectory and the Church there
is the Churck School, in which the organizations meet each
evening. The people seem very friendly, and there iz plenty of
work to be done. The Induction i€ 10 be on Wedmesggy,
Jemuary 17, at 8 p.m. A number of you have expreseed your
intention of attending it. I need hardly say that it will bo &
great heip and encovragement to ug both, if there is a gaod
number of our 5t. Nicholae friends at this service, The Church-
wardens of 5t. Luke’s extend a warm weleome to all who are able
to come ; our choir has been invited to joir with 5t. Luke’s
choir in leading the singing; and I believe that qur Church-
wardens will be allotted special peats and will walk in the
eivic procession headed by the Mayor of Heywood. !

The appointment to St. Nicholas Church is in the hands of
five trustees, the Bishop, Lord Egerton, 5ir Geoffrey Jefforsom,
Mry, Birley and Mr. N. Cowell. Jn making theiv choice, they
teke into consideration the wishes of the people, expressed to
them through the Parochinl Churchk Cowneil. I know that
grest care will be taken to find the right man for the position,
Duving the next few weeks let us pray that the Holy Spirit may
guide them ip this matter. A certain period of time is bound to
glapse between my departure and the arvival of the new Rector,
Arrangements for the services will be made by the Rural Dean.
Canon Ramsey, in conjunction with the Churchwardens.

Toduy the Mother’s Union sumbers over 570,000 wnembers hesicdos
usgociates and other helpers and has branches in ahoost every part of
the world, hot it started in a quiet way by o comnby Rector's wife
holding Mothers” Meetings in her diawing roone.

Mary Elizabeth Heywood was the youugest of three children.  She
fived at Hope end in Herefordshive. Her mother was 2 wonderful
waman, full of sympathy, charm and humowr and deeply religious.
When she was eighteen, Mary net Georise Sumner, son of the Bizhop
of Winchester, at hen first Iadl ju Rome.  Two yours later, on July 26th,
1848, they were manded and in 1851 Georpe Sumner was appointed

Rector of O Alresford in Hampshire, where they lved for the next
thirty-four years. Here their theee children grew up in an atmosphere
of fuith, service apd happiness, '

M. Sumner has told us how she felt an almost overvhelming
senso of responsibility when her fivst buby was put into her arms. She
realised how little she really knew and how mach she must leamn if she
was to care for her haby’s body, help to foom her character and teach
her to know and serve God.  She thought of other young mothers who
had not had a Christian hackground to help Hwm and first formed
the idea of o fellowship of Christian mothers.

During the next twenty years, - Mrs. Sumner was busy with the care
of her home and children, but yradually she was alle to do more in
the parish, She was very shy and at fivst longed for her hushand to
take over her Mothers' Moectings, ot she persevered and, mspired by
i vision of marringe as it s,lm!;ici he, she Iearnt to teach, to buide,
understand.

In 1878, the group of mothers becone a parochial organisation ;
she drew ap a prayer cand with a few simple words of counsel to
mothers, an appeal to come rogulaly to Holy Communion and the
daily prayer tlllal'. members have used ever since.  The now familiar
objects were also defined.

in 1886, after Mr. Swmner had been installed a Arcldleacon of
Winchester, the Mothers' Union Dhecome p Diccesan  organisation.
Mrs. Sumner was now fifty-eight aud the vest of her life wus spent in
uiding the growth of the Mothers™ Union. In 189§ she was electod
hlc first central President. She died in 1921 at the age of ninety-
three.  All that she had hoped and prayed for as a yonng mother had

Westminster, on Tunesday, ihe second day of June, 1953, The daily papers,
souvenir programmes and the B.B.C. tell us all about the route order of processior,
names of those taking part and 20 on.  The order of service may alzo be found and
I wish to draw your attention to what is the central act of this great day and main

cauze for our rejoicing.

Points of Interest
E note that Ehzabeth 1T s
anointed, blessed, and comsecvated
Cueen over the peoples . | . and NOT
crowned as such. In olden days this
service which we now call Coronation
wias known as the Anointing, Oiling,
Comsecration. or Sacring. We may read
that * Zadok the priest and Nathan
the prophet arcinted Solomon king.'
(I Kingz 1,39.)
CENTUR[ES ago kings were
crowned at Hingzton-on-Thames
or Winchester : William the Congueror
dramatically transferred this ceremony
te Westminster and since 1066 all
sovereigns have been crowned thers.
T has been the custom in many
couniies for the sovercipn to be
“ glevated,” Le. shown to the people—
the Romans raised him on a ghield, the
French clevated him to the organ
screen.  In England this © elevation
takes place in the theatre, which is on
view 1t the greater number of the
congregation (see photograph on the
back cover).
ONE of the ancient offices which
~ survives 15 that of Earl Marshall
{Duke of MNorfolk)—he iz 2 Roman
Catholic but nevertheless responsible

for the whole of the Coronation
arrangements, which includes the in-
viting of the gussts.

The Service Shortened

THE postponed coronation of Ed-

ward VII (due to appendicitis)
provided the opportunity for abbrevi-
ating a very leng ceretnony. The
Litany is naw sung before the arrival of
Iler Majesty, and whereas previously
each Bishop, Marquis, Earl, Viscount
and Haront paid homage individually,
thit 15 now done by the scnior peer of
tach degree on bebalf of the others,
(N_B.—The Church ieads this act of
Haomage.)

Similarity to Consecration

HE form of service has rouch in

comwnon with thar for the ** con-
secration of a Bishop "' and many of the
robes worn by Her Majesty at various
parts of the serviee are in fact identical
with those wom by clergy, 1t is
