Our long awaited holiday to Austria really began in London, where we were met
by our youthful courier, carrying for his luggnge 2 tightly rolled umbrelia, in which

. he no doubt kept his toothbrush. Smoothly and efficiently we were shepherded

through the customs and across Europe to Saldzburg, fully eguipped with our

ration of duty free cigarcttes.
The Journey

We were greatly impressed by the
complete ahsence of Litter on trains and
railway stations, We passed through
Aachen, Mannheim, Stuttgart, names
that were familiar w many of uws in
urthappier times, We saw the Rhine at
dawn, and were greeted at Cologne
station by an Insh Travel Poster, At
Rosenheim we had our first view of the
mountaing; Salzburg our first Austrian
tneal, and our first glimpse of the gaily
painted chalets from the coach w%lﬂich
took ug to out holiday centre at Brock,

Austrian Gainty

Of Bruck one might say we came,
they saw, and we conquered. The St
Nicholaz Party were gay, for we wught
them the Hokey Cokey and the Lam-
beth Walk, Our trenagers ook the
own by storm. The hotel stafl were
charming; they spoke no English, we
spoke no German, but we tearfully
parledd the greatest of friends.

We visited many historical places,
such as the mins of Berchtespaden,
Badgastein, S5t Wolfgang, and Inns-
bruck, We have a list of memories, such
as the drive up the Grossglockner Pass
to the snow capped pesks 12,000 feet
up, in the carly morning sunlight; the
thrill of descending in the cable car
frorn. Weissee Glacier in the darkness;
the local Music Festival; the annual
firework display at Zell am See; the
shopping spreez, the laughter wnd the
fun of being together, ]

But Serious Germany

The highlight of our holiday was the
two days we spent in Oheraruvergau,
the remote little town i, the Bavarian
Highlands, which in apite of jts fumne,
remains unspoilt and fiendly, A town
where the world mects every 10 years
with the single purpoze of seeing their
Pagsion Play; and probably the most
memgrable irnpressron itself 15 of the
illuminated Cross on the hill top
b:mming « part of the gtar filled night
shy.

The Play surpassed one’s highest
expectations. The vast stage, the simple
setting, the back cloth of the sky and
hilla, the delicute coloured costumes,
the technical perfection of the produc-
tion, the “Tablesux Vivants', Jiving
motionless pictures of Old Testumnent
scenes, Then there were the superb
voices of the cast, soloists and choir,
which can be heard (without the aid of
tnicrophones) so clearly in this enor-
mous theatre packed with 5,500 people,
and the awe like atillness of the audience.
The acting wae sincere and excellent.
Juoas left an impact that will long be
remernbered, as will the great digniry
and sadbess of Anton Preiginger as
Chrizt, and the knowledge that these
people were kecping faith with a pledge
made by their forefatherzs more than
300 years ago. One was acutely aware of
the greed in the world, the fear that
EOMECnE slse may usurp power, the

reed of man, the greed of nations, snd
the sadness that it iz still the same

As from September 1, 1962 the following changes will be introduced in our
pattern of Bunday Worship at 5. Nicholas. Please read this article carefully
and pass this information on to your friends,

8 you will all know, we have spent the past year discussing together possible
A qg:ngﬂ in our Sunday Wumhi;gf?vhich might bring our worship at 5. Nicholes
more in Bne with God’s will for His Church, The ]&lfhl ts of this discuszsion have
been the Referendum on Worship, the Annuad Chueeh Meeting, and the Open
Meecting on Trinity Sunday. The time for talking has ended, and the time for
action now come, As a result of cur discussions, the following changes wiil
operate a3 from September 1, 1962, Here is a list of the changes, together with some
bricf reazons why they are being made.

1. The Morning Service on Sundays will in future commence at 10,30 a.m.

Many people have felt for « long time that an 11,0 a,m, stact to u Sunday moming
service is too late, becausc it Is very inconvenient when amangements have to be
madde for Sunday dinner, and the afternoon is spoilt too. For this reason a lot of
folk never come to Matina. Is it really a morning service too which ends at 12.15 pam.
There is every hope that a Moming service commencing at 1030 a.m. will be
generally more convenient for most people who desire to come to Church in the
mornitg.

2, The Family Commuurdon in place of Matins on the thivd Sunday Morning will
conitmye o5 at present.

In spite of some snags, thia service hus proved ity worth, and is very popular.
l;:‘ i stneible to continue . But we must explore all pussible meana of malking it
shorter,

We are legally and toorally bound however to have Mating, and so 1 propose tu
agy Matinz in the Lady Chapel at 9.45 atn. on the third Sunday. Anfyope who
would ke to join me will be very welcome,

2- k05
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3. Fomily Communipn will be held in place of Frensong on the first Sunday in the
montk at 630 p.m.

A lot of people can only pet to Church on Sunday evening, for a variety of
teasons. We must give them the opportunity to worship at Holy Commwinion.
There i3 nothing wrong in Evening &nununinn—-—after ail, the first Communion
Service was a supper. This service will be a full Communian Serviee, and not as in
some churches, mangled Evenzong, phis mangled Communion.

But again, we are bound to have Evensong, and so I propese to say it in the
Lady Chapel at 5.30 pm, .-

4. The services of Holy Comwmusion at 9.30 a.m. on Sundays will be discontinued,
except at the Great Festivals,

The 9.30 a.an. service was originally put on for clderly people who could not make
8 o'clock. Mow the majority of those who come arc youny, and the scrvice is not
fulfilling its original purpose. It is a travesty of what & Communion Service showld
be, with a few people sitting on their own miles apart, and barely saying any of the
responges, 'We shall 4ll be better without it, and will be able to concentrate on
building up the other services,

5. The service of Holy Communion after Moatins will in futire be on the second Sunday
it the month at 1145 am. .
Matins on the second Sumday iz the Farade Service, the only one of our Morning
Services which is over in one hour. This service of Holy Commaunion will now
therefore begin on timel
6. Public Baptism will be held during Matins on the fourth Sunday in each nuomth.
Sunday afterncer Baptisms will be discontinued, except at the Reclor's dizcretion,
Public Baptism is ordered by the Prayer Book, It witnesses to the importance of
Baptism, and to the fact that Baptism ia not just & private concern for the family of
the haby, It is the concern of the whole church to reeeive new members.  As one of
the two great Gospel Sacraments, Baptism should be put on a level with the Holy
Communion, and not on the same level as Muarriages and Funerals.
From September 1 onwards, therefore, the monthly pattern of our Bunday
worship will be ax follows —

First Sunday 8.0 am., Hely Communion, 10.30 a.m., Matins 6.3¢ pm,
Family Communion.

ult steam ahead with the completion of the Church Extension Appeal. 1t js a

great joy and privilege to convey these glad tidings now to all our readers,

Effort of Faith
At the time of writing we have about £6,000 invested, and waiting to be spent.
Although well short of our ultimate objective and needs, this represents a wonder-
ful effort of faith and charity, collected as it bus been in two yearz and nine moenths.
And the P.C.C,, rightly in my view, have decided that it is enough tn warrant a
start being made on the building with some good hope of being able to pay for
it without incurring serious debts,

Finish the Job

And so we move ahead now to finish the tusk 1o which God has called us. We
have asked our architect, Mr, Cachemaille-Day, to submit hiz plans with all
possible speed. When his fmal plans are accepted by the P.C.C., we then heve to
abtain planning permission from the Local Authority, and no doubt from the
Chureh Cormissioners, who own the land. After that we must obtain £stimates
from Building Contractors, and choose one of them. Whilst all this is going on
we must survey the Church grounds, and make up our mminds what we want to de
with them. And pget advice about changing our Church heating system,

Mammoth Task

This iz a mammaoth task. It will take time, and we shall often feel fruatrated by
delays and red tupe. Will we be able to bnild next summer, 19637 Nobody can
foretell a date with any accuracy. We must pray and work hard, in hope, all through
the wintét.

Hand to the Plough

Decernber 31, 1962 sces the end of the 3-year period which waa originally set
for the Appeal, Obviously we shall be short of our target figure on that date, by
at least £3,000, Thercfore the financial Appeal MUST GO ON, I am confident
that all those good and loyal friends who have supported us =0 far will continue
to bend us their 2id.
