THE Parish of Yardley in Birmi m, to which 1 have been appointed,

i3 very similar in many waye to 5. Nicholas, in that it consists largely of
houges built in th= suburbs of a big city hetween the two Great Wars, partly
Corporation housing and pertly private housing. But there the resemblance
ends. Yardley is a Pansh of nearly 36,000 prople; here we have 6,000 1
Yardley Church was built in the 12th century, 5. Nicholas in the 20th
century, Yardley has two Curates, whereas 1 have been on my own here.
There I shall be & Vicar, and we shall have to get used to referring to the
Vicarage instead of the Rectory ! But in spite of all the differences, it is
‘the same Church of England that we sorve wherever we go, the same
pattern of worship goes on week by week, and prople come with the same
requests, the sgme troubles and the same joys. In Yardley Parish there is
not # single other church building of any kind, =0 poodness knows how my
interest in Chureh Unity is to be expressed | There sre no other churches
to link up with | But it iz a situation which presents & unique and exciting
challenge to the Anglican Parish Church, and 1 bope that you will pray for
us, that we may ineke the most of that situation in a spirit of charity and
friendliness, and not with any dezire to dominate,

It is inevitable that a clergyman’s first living will help to shape him. |
have learnt much at 5, Nicholas, and will hope thet the benefits of alf my
expetiences with you will help to make my Ministry at Yardley constructive
and progressive.

AFTER only = short life our Sunday Night Teenage Club has had to closs,
becuuse a minority of hooli_ans ran wild, broke & number of windows and
showed their contemnt for kindly authority. ‘Thus the deprossing record of ao
many Church Youth Clubs continues, Rut we would wish to thank Mr. Arthar
Wardle eapecially, and all those who helped him, for the patience and perseverance
which they showed ss they worked to keep the Club going week by week.

In the past week or two we have experienced vandalism at Church, snd the
Police have bern informed. Flowers have been stolén from the War Memorial,
Seour Flaga denuded of their cords and thrown on the floor, part of a wall above
the cellar entrance pushed over. The Rector and Mr. Wilson surpriged three boys
loafing into Church, and they have been reported to their parents as well as to
the Police. Bur we would urge those houscholders particulerly whoss pardens
adjoin the Church grounds to be as alert a5 possible, and to report immediately
to the Rectory if they see anyone hanging around Church property, Unless this
vandslism ceases we shall have to take two steps that have been strongly resisted
m the past — lock the Church doors and close the Church grounds to everyone
who jz not properly coming to a meeting or service.

OF course we are not unique; there seens to be an upsurge of vandalism in our
citiez at the moment, of which the blocking of reflway lines is the most terrible
example, How to deal with it seems to bafile everybody. But one thing is surcly
true — that if parents don’t instil into their children some gense of persons)
responsibility and respeet for other people and their property, nobody else will,

EAR, Friends,

Twelve months ago Mr. Edwards wrote in The Lok on the subject of
VANDALISM AND} YOUNG PEOFPLE. To quot: his words — “After onfv
a short bife vur Sunday Night Teerayge Club has had to elose, becouse a minoriiy of
hooligans ran wild, broke a number of windowws and showed their contempt for Rindfv
authority, Thus the depressing vecord of so many Church Youth Chibs comtinues.” [t
would be good i we were able to say that 12 months later the situation was any
hetter. Here at 5. Nicholas we have a group of 50 voung pcople meeting on
Sundnay evenings, This is a closed group and we are in the unhappy position of
having to insist that membership i3 steictly limited to confirmed members of the
Chuytch who attend regularly. It seems that if aur Guild is to survive then we must
enforce the most rigid rules of membership and become 2 closed shop. May 1
repeat this is & most unhappy state of affaire. On a recent Sunday evening a group
of outsiders zought admittance, On beiwr informed of the rules we wers treated 1o
a display of abuse and threats of force. We all know that if these young people were
admitted the pattern of previous years would follow and our group would be
destroyed with pounds worth of damagze to be paid for afterwards,

. PARENTS

May 1 say that we have reluctantly decided that at the present time this is the
only farm of Youth Woark that we can have in our Church. The experience of the
past compels us to take this rigid line. It is tragic hecaure the Church does not
exist only for her own members, and it iz a sad indictment of cue times if the
Church i driven to take an exclusiv~ atritude towarda those whe are cutside. Rut
#t the present time Jet it be understond that we have neither the leadership nor the
facilities to mun an open Youth Club, The zad truth i that there are very few
aduftz who will take on thiz kind of work, and after the experience I have had in
other piaces of open Youth Clubs run by the Education Committee, with praid
lewders, I am not surprised,

T'o conclude, may 1 say that 1 have been greatly cneouraged here by the way our
own young people have responded, und { have tremendous faith and trust in many
of the young prople of today, who are tourapeous, adventurous and willing to
gerve others, But there ie thig element of irrcaponsible teenagers whose sole aim iz
to make nuisances of themselves, treapase, damage and destroy other people's
property and penerally to be 2 menace and terror to reaponzible cifizens, n;,ii the
state takes a frmer line with hooligans and males it posaible for the police th comirol
them the position will not improve,

May 1 quote some more words of David Edwards — “If parenty don'y instil into
their children some senge of personal responsibility and respect for other people and
their praperty, nobody else will ™
