In the other hall
some frionds might look after the little ones for half
an hour or so. Think about it and let mo know.

You will sec that next wintor we arg going to be
busy, we must launch out into new fieclds of experience
and activity, The Church is not only alive - it must

Wicholas Church, They have contained
good news, and alas, far too often, sad news. One of
the things I feel sorry about is that during my tinme
we have lost 30 many of the older friends of the Church,
L think of them now., I guppose when & Parish iz ag
old ag this, it is inevitable that many of those who
were here at the beginning are pagsing on to higher
service, When I think of these friends I realise with
gratitude thet this Church hse been well sorved in the
rast, I am the sixth Rector of St. Nicholas Burnage
and it is good to know that all my predecessors are
alive. My predecessors at the Vicarage of Onchan
streteh back meny centuries and it ig a salutary
thought that if I meintain the average trend of
longovity, there will be no more Vicars of Onchan this
contury!
