I welcome the visit of our Area Bishop,
Bishop Colin Scott, on the 13th.January.

This is the Sunday after my departure and so
gtarts the interregnum and an opportunity
indeed to answer the question. The people of
our nation and every parish would be wise

to make sure that Sunday stays as it was
intended....to be the day of vworship. An
opportunity, like each day, never retfurns.

Barbara and I are most .grateful for
the expressions of shesr goodwill we have
received in recent wecks.

My dear Friends,

1 am grateful to the Church-
wardens for this opportunity of addressing
you through the pages of your parish maga-
zine, and I would want firstly to say a word
of thanks and appreciation to all those who
are carrying extra responsibilities during
this Interregnum. You are fortunate at
3t., Nicholas to have able leaders who are

‘maintaining your work and witness, and I
trust you will give them the support they
rightly deserve.

The appointment of a
successor to the Rev, Barker has not been
without ifs difficulties, but I would want
te assure you that our Area Bishop, along
with hie colleagues, the Bishop's staff,
are doing all they can to find a faithful
pastor to serve your parish., The necessity
to raise considerable sumg of money from:
parochial and other sources for the repair
and maintenance of the Church building, along
with some uncertainty about the Rectory,
have proved somewhat of a stumbling block
to a speedy appointment, We must continue
to pray for our Bishops as they seek to
find a suitable man to serve here.

Meanwhile the clergy of the
Deanery will continue to be of what service
they can. Pastoral enquiries should in
the first instame be made to the Church-—
wardens.

I am also conscious that
many of you are wondering about the
Rectory. The position is that once the
Rectory became vacant, it was possible to
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carry out a thorough survey of the building,
which revealed structural damage to the
property through subgidence; +this can be
rectified bufthe remedy is costly. At the
same time en offer was made to purchase the
property and a portion of Church Commission-
ers'land, the offer included the provision
of a new Rectory on Church Land, This offer
is being explored by officers of the Diocese
and the Church Commissioners and the parish
will be fully consulted before any decisions
are made. :
This month we approach the
climax of the church's year, Eoly Week and
Easter, a time when we think of Our lord's ‘
passion, suffering and death, but a time when
we also think of God raising Christ to that
new resurrected life which, throusgh his
Spirit, he shares with those who believe
in Him, The creoss and the resurrection are
pointers to'us that when all seems dark
and lost in our lives, when sickness,
bereavement, redundancy, (even interregnums)
all seem tcodifficult to bear, God is to
be found right in there sharing those diffi~
culties with us, and it is He who will bring
us through to a new and more glorious future.

God's Blessing upon you all this Eastertide,
