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REPORT OF THE MEETING OF THE PAROCHIAL CHURCH
COUNCIL HELD ON MONDAY 13th FEBRUARY 1995

Displayed at the meeting was a sitver Home Communion Set which the Rector
had purchased on behalf of Mg Doreen Dale in memory of her late husband
Alan. The PCC stated that they would like to have an inscribed label on the
carry case 10 this effect.

We have to date paid £1,000 off the Parish Share leaving £12,539 10 pay. We
have £802 in the current account. .

New Church Heating System - Tender forms are now being finalised for the
mechanical and electrical installations. A structural survey lias been completed
for the ceiling-space ducting and the heat exchanger in the bell tower. The
PCC agreed that WL Cormnish (building contractor), recommended by our
architect, be asked 1o negotiate with the various contractors and present a
tender price for the approval of the PCC. PCC agreed for gas to be supplied
by the firm Direct Gas who will also provide the mains to the boiler room,

Architect’s Drawings - At last, the restoration work on the paper drawings has
been completed by Keith Oliver and are now in the process of being framed,
The difficulty in the restoration of these drawings was cansed by their poor
tondition and resulted in that part of the large drawing which had been badly
damaged by water having 1o be “filled’ with paper pulp.

The Rector reported that the General Citation and Notice of Objection
regarding the re-ordering of the Sanctuary have been put up on the Kingsway
totice board and New Hall for public viewing. '

Portable Font - Mrs Sue Miwchell, designer of the new silverware, and Mr
Angus Mcfadyen, silversmith, are cooperating in the design of the baptism
bowl rim. The latter is to give a quote whilst Mrs Mitchel! is not charging for
this further design work,

Fund-Raising - PCC agreed to hold a Summer Draw in aid of the Restoration
Fund Members of the organisations are 1© be asked 1o sell Tickets.
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The Way Forward - The Rector informed the meeting that the Bishop's
Visitors are Miss G Duck and Ms J Sheperd who will meet the congregation
on Wednesday 17th May at 7.30 pm. The PCC will make a written response
to Bishop Christopher which will be presented during the Re-dedication Service
at the Cathedral on Wednesday 12th July at 7.30 pm.

Report from Deanery Synod Meeting on 1st February - Synod was
informed that St Francis, Newall Green, and the local Baptist Church had
officially become a LEP (Local Ecumenical Project) which means that the are
worshipping and working together as one Church as from 26th Maich.
Deanery financial accounts were accepted, These showed that the Deanery
failed for the first time to meet its Share in full, even though many parishes
made extra conmributions (St Nicholas gave an extra £300). The shortfall was
£2.433 ouwt of a total Deanery Share of £258,189 - stll a remarkable
achievement of 99,06%.

Report from Council for Churches Together in Didsbury - The last meeting
has Mr Sam Marsden from Oldhamn Bereavement Service who spoke about how
to set up such a service for owr own area. He could provide the oaining at a
cost - money needed for Oldhamn. There was much enthusiasm to begin a
scheme in Didsbury and this will be looked into at further meetings.

Mrs Muriel Nicol, Enroling Member of the Mothers’ Union, reported that &
rule change in their Constitution meant that any person could only stand as
Enroling Member for 2 termas of three years. She has held the position for 15
years and is unable to continue, whilst willing, because the rules do not aliow.
There seems to be no-one from the branch willing 10 be Enroling Membez, and
the Rector has approached two ladies without any positive response. He will
continue the search, but if no-one is found to take the position the branch
would have o close,

I shall also be working closely with the parish of St Bammabas, Openshaw, with
view of setting up a Team Ministry. Both St Barnahas and ‘The Resarrection
have companies of the Church Lad’s and Church Girls’ Brigade as well as each
having primary schools, the former “controBed’ (by the Council) and the latter

‘gided’. St Jerome’s is very much involved with young people, mmnlyona
Sunday.

Emdmughitisminner—citymwiﬂamuchdepﬂvaﬁonandcﬂme,y&tﬂwe
are signs of rejuvenation in the mew homes being built both for private
purchase and for Housing associations alongside the existing Council provision.

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MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PAROCHIAL. CHURCH

‘The Rector welcomed to the meeting two new members, Mr Cliff Stockton
(Assistant Warden) and Mr Michael Vessey (Treasurer of The Friends of St
Nicholas),

The financial report showed that the cerent acconnt stood at £160.62 for the

day-to-day renning of the Cinrch. The Diocesan Board of Finance has asked

ali parishes t0 review their Parish Share and, if possible, to inorease their
contributions. The Rector reported that the Church building was re-surveyed

by & swveyor of The Ecclesiastical Insurance Group who stated that the.

insurance on the church of £1.6 million was correct at today's valuation, The

surveyor also said that the Chierch alarm system could be connected 1o & central
control for which the inserance premium would be reduced in compensation.
The Rector has met with Mr T Bowie, & Loss Adjuster, over the insurance
claim on the stolen silver. The valuation of the stolen items, given by Mr
McFadyen (silversmith) was £0087. However, the policy had a limit of £1,500
on any onte item, which meant that we could claim £7,171, Having already
received £2,620 it meant that the outstanding claim was £4,551.

Soil samples and a video recording of the drainage system of the Rectory have
been made and a claim against inswance made in respect of damage to the
drains.

Church Heating - Planning Permission and Listed Building Permission have
been granted by the City Planning Department for the new system. Tenders
have been received for the Mechanical Services (i.e. boiler, ducting, electrical),
the lowest being £39,440 and the highest £44.455.60 plus the cost of the
building work necessary to have the system instatied and other costs, estimated
at roughly the same price. The PCC felt that this was beyond our means and
it was resolved w discover the cost of replacing the old system with a gas-fired
version, The meeting expressed its disappointiment with the architect thar at no
time (although repeatedly requested) had a budget figure been given. This has
resulied in Jost ime and expense, ‘

As there has been a number of break-ins to both the Bell Tower and Boiler
Rooin leading to youths and children being on the roof of the Church, we have
asked the architect to prepare secuarity measures which would make access more
difficult,

The original drawings of the Church made by the architect who designed the
building have been remurncd after repair and restoration, and have been taken
1o the Whitworth Art Gallery for framing.

position with the resignation of Rev Chow. He said that he had put into
motion the process of suspending the bepefice with the possible view of
installing a Priest-in-Charge and also asked the PCC to indicate if it was
willing, possibly, to receive 2 woman Priest. ‘The Rector stated that the former
happens almost mxtomatically in each parish where its ITncumbent leaves. The
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Rector thought that the views of many in the Deanery and Diocese was that St
Nicholas should continue to be served by a Rector. Regarding a woman as
Rector, the PCC agreed that they would accept the best person for the job
regardless of gender.

The meeting, the last under the Chairmanship of the Rev Roy Chow, paid
tribute 1o his leadership and to his wife Eileen and sons Stephen and Michael,
for all the wotk, love and understanding they had brought to the Parish, and
that St Nicholas, whilst much stronger both financially and spirimally since
they came, would be poorer at their departure and wished them well in their
new Parish.

The PCC meeting for July was chaired by Mr Bevan Taylor,

Finance was again discussed at length and with the cost of NEcessary repairs
in hand and the day-to-day expenses it was pointed out that if we could each
increase our giving by a small amount the pressure would be eased. The Parish
Quota paid to date is £5,250, leaving £8,289 10 pay.

A meeting took piacc on 15th June between Mr B Slater, Architect, Mr P
Townley and Mr G Hutchinson, regarding the development of the church lands.

Rectory repairs - It was suggested that work needing to be done to the
Rectory should be completed whilst there was no incombent in residence.

New heating system - As reported at last month’s meeting the proposed new
system and the associated work proved to be far oo costly. It was proposad
to seck estimates to replace the system like for like, the difference being that
the new system will be gas fired in place of ofl. As the old boiler was
insulated with asbestos, a specialist firm had quoted £610 for the removal of
the asbhestos. It was agreed that this sum should be met from the Friends of St
Nicholas fund. Owing 1 the various break-ins 10 both the Bell Tower and
boiler room, Mr B Slater has designed a grill 10 prevent vnauthorised access,
the cost being £1,100. Mr George Lamb suggested that a working party
arrange the clearing out of the boiler room to save both time and expense and
make way for the new heating system after the removal of the asbestos,

Mr Young circutated a drafi response on “The ‘Way Forward” to be presented
at the Cathedral on 12th July. This was #pproved by the Counci! and Mr
Young offered to attend the service with Mr Lowe and Mr Richardson.

Mr Taylor informed Council that the service of Holy Comumumion on
Wednesday mornings would not take place during the month of August.

The Children’s Society’s work is
all about lighlening up the Hves of
children dnd families throughout
England and Wates. So in 1968
when the Society heard about the
Moravian Church's custom of
bolding Christingle candie-lit
church services, it seemed the
periect celebration to introduce to
the Anglican Church,

Now many thovsands of Christingie

services take place in every type of church in viltages, towns and cities up and
down the land What they have in common is the simplest of hand-held
symbols represeating God's love for the world - an orange bearing a candle,
red ribbon and a colourful display of fruits and sweets, It provides an
opportunity for congregations to think about children and young people helped
by The Children s Society and to offer prayers and monetary pifis to further the
work of the charity.

The first Christingle service was held on 2(th December 1747 at Marienborm,

Germany. The Moravian Pastor, John de Wauneville, encouraged the children
to take their Chrisiingle home 10 relight it and place it in their cotiage window
1o show the light of Christ 10 passers-by.

Nowadays in our high-tech world the flickering of candles amid the sh of the
congregation and the looks of wonder on the faces of young children present
is an experience to savour, whatever time of year the Christingle is held.

What is A Christingle?
Christingle means “Christ-light’.

On Monday March 18th you will be making history at 3t Nicholas. Women
