A review of JCS by
Jennifer Beaumont.

As a reporter and theatre reviewer, |
have seen many amateur dramatic
productions in my time. While the
majority are very good, there have
been times when the prompt should
have taken a bow at the end of the
performance.

So, when St Nicholas Church,
Burnage announced they were
performing Jesus Christ Superstar
my interest was piqued. | handed
over my hard earned £9 to book an
unreserved seat at the second and
final night of the production.

| had never been inside St Nicholas,
Burnage but | had heard tell of its
Poirot-esque interior, so if nothing
else | thought, | could admire the
interior of the church while trying
not to squirm in a church pew for
the best part of two hours. Maybe |
should have gift-aided my £9?

Well, | feel | was sold a lie. There
was absolutely nothing amateur in
this slick production. With just three
weeks of rehearsals, Ollie Mills
(Judas) produced and directed a
phenomenal interpretation of Jesus
Christ Superstar.

With synchronicity of movement,



choreography to make anyone’s soul
sing and genuine creativity Mills and
his team transformed a beautiful
church into the ideal setting for one
of the most dramatic musicals.

It was a spine-tinglingly amazing
night, un-hampered by early
technical glitches, it was made the
more powerful with its real intensity
and imagination.

| wasn’t squirming in my church
pew, | was dancing!

As well as delivering one of the best
nights out I've had in ages, St
Nicholas, Burnage demonstrated a
true church spirit. Everyone involved
in the show was buzzing, from the
car park attendant to the Thank You
speeches at the end.

Jesus Christ Superstar was more
than a performance of a musical, it
showed what can be achieved when
we work for the same ends.

Too often as churches we try to
come up with a fundraising event in
order to raise money for the church.
| don’t know if this performance
raised any money, but it doesn’t
matter (the churchwardens may
disagree with me). This performance
showed a church community, and
demonstrated that if we have a

It was evident
that St Nicholas, Burnage was led by
passion and enthusiasm, and they
delivered beauty.
